Required Courses
�e following 13 courses are required if you wish to receive a Certi�cate of Completion in Nature Art, and the
recommended sequence of courses may vary.

Core classes waived due to proven ability
may be replaced with electives. Most courses consist of exercises, critiques, demonstrations and homework
assignments.
